2000 and Sec.4.8 of the Bangalore University
Autonomous College/Institution Regulations 2005 and as directed in
the Government letter reference (1), Bangalore University has
established St. Claret College, M.A.S. Road, 5™ Cross, 1% Main
Road, Sharadambanagar. Bangalore-560013, subject to the following
conditions, academic autonomy for the under mentioned courses
conducted by this college is ten (10) years from the academic year
2024-25 to the academic year 2033-34 as prescribed by the UGC,

This autonomy will be academic autonomy only

This exception applies only to the sanctioned courses.

The college shall strictly follow the reservation rules enacted
by the State Government in admission of students and
appointments of staff.

For M.B.A. court, shall get A.I.C.T.I extension approval.

Annual fees, registration fees, N.S.S. fees payable by the
college to the University from time to time shall be paid.

Government regulations, orders and University rules,
autonomy regulations etc in force should be strictly followed.

Shall submit the report applicable from time to time as
intimated in the Autonomy Regulations to the University.

No branches should be commence for any course without the
prior permission from the University.

As directed by the Govt. the combined courses the admission
shall be made through UUCMS Portal of the govt.

Regarding the Open electives, the intake of each subject in
total approved course-combination of each combined college
shall not exceed 50% of the approved students.

The collage should follow the orders and rules/regulations
passed from time to time by the University in respect of
Students, Teachers and Non teaching staff. The college should
provide admission for the combined courses not exceeding the
number of students prescribed by the university and without
violating the eligibility rules.

The college should upgrade the education system for the
development of the students educationally. The
Principal/management should treat the students and the
teachers kindly.

For Post Graduation Degree courses, the admission of the
students should be made by collecting the fees not exceeding
50% (For Govt. College 100%) the extent prescribed by the
university.

In the case of Vaishaka V/s State of Rajasthan, as per the
judgment passed by the Hon'ble Supreme Court dated:
13/8/1997 it is punishable office in case any harassment,
sexual harassment. torture caused to women/female students
by any person (teaching, non teaching, administration
committee) at their college, office of working place. In case
any person/student involving in these activities he may be
revoked from his service/studentship. The college should
constitute a complaint committee as per the order of the
Honble Supreme Court for restricting these types of
activities/offences.

The college should not retain any Marks card and other
records in respect of the students more than six months
period. The Marks Card and other records submitted by the
students at the time of admission should be returned back
immediately and inform the same to the University.




8. In case the students applied for Transfer Certificate, the same
should be issued to the students without causing any problem.
There 15 no provision as per the rules to collect any additional
fees except the tuition fees for the complete semester/year.

19.  The college should not collect any capitation fees.

20. Kannada language should be used in administrative affairs.

21.  The specimen indemnity bond enclosed with this notification
should be typed on Rs.200/- Stamp paper and signed by the
President/Principal of the College and submit to the
University within 15 days.
