Man is clearly an animal. His hean, intestine, liver, lungs differ little from the
corresponding organs of cat, a dog or a monkey. His respiration, digestion,
reproduction, muscle contraction, nerve co-ordination find the same general

processes and same general chemical and physical relations that one finds in
animals. If subjected to classification there is no difficulty in recognizing that

man is a vertebrate and hence belongs to the phyllum chordata. Among the
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vertebrates he obviously belongs to the class of mammals. He is bipedal using
only his legs for locomotion but this is also true of Kangaroos. Men, monkeys
and apes are very similar to the anatomy. Ecologists concerned with the study
of various eco-systems, regard man chiefly as a disturbing element in it, and it
IS this growing attitude on the growing reality of man’s disturbing tendency that
has given rise to the academic interest in man-nature relations. When Darwin
published the Descent of Man, (1871) he did not know of any human fossils. He
built his case for human evolution entirely on evidence from living men and
living primates, and he thought the great break in the Organic chain between
apes and man might never be bridged because of the imperfect-nature of the
fossil record. In late 1920s and early 1930s a series of man-like fossils were
found in a cave deposit near Choukoution in China, 42 miles from Peking (Bejing).
These are the very remains of what came to be called as the Peking man or
Sinanthropus.

This may
be because it usually is an inward-looking habit and is best cultivated in mind.

Leading a vegetarian way of helps the animal kingdom to coexist with man. The
animals supply milk, manure and energy. This has been central to the Indian
culture for thousands of years. A vegetarian life style is natural, multifaceted

and helps self preservation in a healthy way. Food and heaith are closely related.
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In India a vegetarian is usually a lacto-vegetarian. In the western world vegetarians
are sub divided as “vegans” (pure vegetarians who do not take any food coming
from animal kingdom), lacto-vegetarians, who use dairy products of the vegetable

The last category includes eggs, in addition
to dairy products.

Vegetarian foods provide an infinite variety of flavours where as non-vegetarian
foods hardly have any taste of their own. In fact non-vegetarian foods have to be
seasoned with ingredients from the vegetable kingdom to make them palatable.

“You are what you eat” is an old saying and it is in fact that it is the food that
makes the man. The food we eat, its quality, its quantity, its timings and
combination is of utmost importance to healthy life. More and more intellectuals
across the world are gradually turning to vegetarian diet not only on ethical and
humanitarian grounds but also for health and ecological reasons.
